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Some who read the Bible closely have said that although it is generally assumed that Adam and Eve were the very first humans for the entire planet earth, actually the Hebrew word “erets” can mean either earth or an area of the earth or land such as the Middle East.  This is not to promote this other view but to note it and some other related, interesting Bible matters relating to Adam and Eve.

For example in Genesis, God tells Adam and Eve that they will die in the day they eat of the deadly tree of knowledge of right and wrong.  Later we learn that they lived for hundreds of years afterwards, not just one day.  

However this is explained as being because in Hebrew the word “yohm” can mean not only a literal 24 hour period but a much longer time, just as sometimes done in English.  For example, we say “in Napoleon’s day” or “in the day of the dinosaurs” and mean more than literal 24 hour periods.  

Genesis says God created the sun and moon then later seems to say that He did so yet again.  This is explained by the fact that the two different Hebrew words in the two different sentences are simply incorrectly given by many translators “create.”   

In reality, the first statement is that God created the heavenly bodies, and in the second sentence there is a different Hebrew verb which denotes that God caused them to be.  This being the case, it may be that God caused them to appear in view where before there was only a blanket of vapor or dust between them heavenly bodies and our own planet’s surface.
