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Alaska became the 49th state in 1959.   Its abbreviation is AK.  The capital is Juneau but the largest city is Anchorage.  It is the largest of all fifty states but it has only about 650,000 people.  It has the largest percentage of Native Americans among all the fifty states.  Mount McKinley is 20,320 feet (6,194 m) above sea level.  No states border Alaska but it borders Canada, the Pacific Ocean and the Arctic Ocean. Its name is from the Inuit word "agunalaksh" meaning mainland or shore.  Its nickname is “The Last Frontier.”  Its motto is  "North To The Future."  
Alaska llego a ser el 49.o estado en 1959.  Su abreviatura es AK.  La capital es Juneau (Dyunou) pero la ciudad mas grande es Anchorage (Einkoriedy).  Es la mas grande de los cincuenta estados pero tiene solamente cerca de 650.000 personas.    Tiene el porcentagje de amerindios mas grande entre todos los cincuenta estados.  Monte McKinley  esta 20.320 pies (6.194 metros) sobre el nivel del mar.  Ningunos estados confinan Alaska pero ella frontera al Canada, el Oceano Pacifico y  el Oceano Artico.   Su nombre es de la palabra inuit  "agunalaksh" que significa tierra principal u orilla.   Su apodo es "La Ultima Frontera."  Su lema es "Norte Al Futuro."

The state song is Alaska's Flag.  Native Americans settled Alaska thousands of years ago.  Later people from Russia settled the area in 1867, Russia sold Alaska to the U.S.  From 1896 to 1902 many Americans went to search for gold in Alaska.  In 1943 during World War II Japan occupied two islands of Alaska, but the U.S. military soon liberated the islands.  In 1964 a large earthquake destroyed many buildings in Alaska.  In 1989 a ship named the Exxon Valdez spilled much oil which harmed many beaches and animals.
La cancion estatal es “La Bandera de Alaska.”   Amerindios colonizaron a Alaska hace miles de anos.   Mas tarde la gente de Rusia colonizo la area pero en 1867 Rusia vendio Alaska a los EEUU.   De 1896 a 1902 muchos americanos fueron a buscar oro en Alaska.  En 1943 durante la Segunda Guerra Mundial el Japon ocupo dos islas de Alaska, pero los militares de los EEUU liberaron las islas.   En 1964 un terremoto grande destruyo muchos edificios en Alaska.  En 1989 un barco nombrado el Exxon Valdez derramo mucho petroleo que dano a muchas playas y animales.
Alaska has huge amounts of petroleum and many active volcanoes.   The U.S. and Alaska governments own about 90% of the land.  Native Americans own almost 10%.   Vitus Bering sailed to Alaska in 1741.  Grigory Shelikov made the first Russian settlement in Alaska on Kodiak Island in 1784.  In 1790 Don Salvador Fidalgo of Spain explored what is now Cordova and Antonio Valdes y Basan explored what is now Valdez.  The Spanish also made some settlements. The U.S. bought Alaska from Russia in 1867.  
Alaska tiene cantidades enormes de petroleo y muchos volcanes activos.  Los gobiernos de los EEUU y Alaska poseen casi 90% de la tierra.  Los amerindios poseen casi 10%.  Vitus Bering navego a Alaska en 1741.  Grigory Shelikov hizo el primer establecimiento ruso en Alaska en la isla Kodiak en 1784. En  1790 Don Salvador Fidalgo de Espana exploro lo cual ahora es Cordova y Antonio Valdes y Basan exploro lo cual ahora es Valdez.   Los espanoles tambien hicieron unos establecimientos.   Los EEUU compro a Alaska de Rusia en 1867.
Alaskans receive money from the state government which it collects from oil and mineral companies.  This encourages them to stay in Alaska although the weather is sometimes difficult.  
Los Alaskanes reciben dinero del gobierno del estado que lo toma de companias de petroleo y minerales.  Esto les anima a permanecerse en Alaska aunque el tiempo a veces es dificil.
