ARBOR (TREE) DAY 
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The word arbor comes from the Latin word for tree.  Therefore it is Tree Day.  Many nations have days when people show appreciation for trees or nature in general.

In the United States, Arbor Day’s history began after journalist J Sterling Morgan became an elected official and started it in the 1800s to encourage tree planting in the state of Nebraska which had relatively few trees. 

The first unofficial Arbor Day in the U.S. was April 10, 1872 when some 1 million trees were planted.  It was made into an official holiday in Nebraska and observed April 8, 1874. 

Other states began observing the day usually the last Friday in April.  Some USA presidents have proclaimed national Arbor Days, and, as said, many other nations now also observe it.  

It is true that in ancient times some people around the globe have either worshipped or shown great respect for trees; however, Arbor Day, even as proved by its history given above, has absolutely no religious ties or origins.
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
