BIBLE VERSES CONCERNING ENVIRONMENTAL POLLUTION
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At Genesis, God says for humans to become many and tame the earth but NOT to become “too many” or “over-populate” the earth.  The claim that polluting the earth is no big deal as God will destroy it anyway callously ignores that God gave the planet to humans for enjoyment and a dwelling.  Although He says for whatever reasons that earth will pass away it also remains forever in the sense that He will recreate it.  
God advises humans to care for the Earth in many Bible verses.  Leviticus 25:1-12 speaks of Israel caring for the land. Deuteronomy 25:4 and 22:6 discuss the stewardship of domestic animals and wildlife. At Isaiah 5:8-10 God judges mis-users of the land.  Job 38:25-28 and Psalm 104:27-30 speak of God's care for the creation.   Christ said God even cares for tiny sparrows (Mat 6:26, 10:29).

Pollution seriously harms both ourselves and others.  Every day an estimated three more species go extinct, possibly some being sources of cures for diseases like cancer, flu and AIDS.   Why shoot ourselves in the foot?  Christ says pray God’s kingdom will come on earth as in heaven.  Until such time as God may say for the Earth to go - a new one to come later-  it deserves decent treatment and appreciation as the blue-green gem that it is.
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
