Sacramento is the capital of the state of California.  The largest city is Los Angeles.  The state is on the Pacific Ocean, has many mountains and fertile valleys.  Its population is about 34,000,000, and about 12% of all American live in the state.   Famous politicians who lived in California include Presidents Ronald Reagen and Richard Nixon.
Sacramento es el capital del estado de California. La ciudad más grande es Los Ángeles. El estado está al largo del Océano Pacífico, tiene muchas montañas y valles fértiles.  Su población es cerca de 34.000.000, y casi 12% de todos americanos viven en el estado.  Políticos famosos que vivieron en California incluyen los Presidentes Ronald Reagen y Richard Nixon.
It produces a lot of fruits including oranges as well as vegetables.  It also produces many dairy products and wine.  There are many oil wells and mines.  Other industries include the production of movies and electronic parts.  Many tourists visit the state.  Its nickname is The Golden State.
Produce muchas frutas incluyendo naranjas así como vehículos. También produce muchos productos lácteos y el vino.  Hay muchos pozos de petróleo y minas.  Otras industrias incluyen la producción de películas y componentes electrónicos.  Muchas turistas visitan el estado.  Su apodo es el Estado de Oro.

The state flower is the poppy, the state tree is the Redwood, the state bird is the California valley quail, and the state mammal is the Grizzly bear.  Many professional sports teams are located in California.
La flor del estado es la amapola, el árbol del estado es la secoya, el pájaro del estado es la codorniz del valle de California, y el mamífero del estado es el oso Grizzly.  Muchos equipos de deportes profesionales están situados en California.

About 36% of Californians are Hispanic, mostly from Mexico.  About 6% are African Americans and almost 13% are Asian.  California has almost 400,000 Native Americans, more than in any other state.

Casi 36% de los Californianos son hispánicos, sobre todo de México. Casi 6% son Americanos Africanos y casi 13% son asiáticos. California tiene casi 400.000 amerinidos, más que en cualquier otro estado.

Many Californians are Roman Catholics, but there are also large groups of Jews and Muslims.  About 40% of all Buddhists in America live in California.  The state also has more Mormons than any other state except Utah.
Muchos Californianos son católicos romanos, pero hay también grupos grandes de judíos y musulmanes.   Casi 40% de todos los budistas en América viven en California.  El estado también tiene más mormones que cualquier otro estado excepto Utah.
Ancient Native Americans in California included the Chumash, Pomo and Salinan.  Juan Rodriguez Cabrillo of Portugal was the first known European to explore the state.  He sailed along coast to the Russian River in 1542 for Spain.  Francis Drake of England sailed to California in 1579. 
Los amerindios antiguos en California incluyeron los Chumashes, los Pomos y los Salinanes.  Juan Rodriguez Cabrillo de Portugal fue el europeo primero conocido que exploró el estado.   Navegó a lo largo de la costa al Río Ruso en 1542 para España.  Francis Drake de Inglaterra navegó a California en 1579.

Spanish missionaries established 23 missions beginning with one in 1769 at San Diego.   In 1821 Mexico, which owned California, became free from Spain.    Many trappers and settlers came.  Russia explored the coast, and established a trading post at Fort Ross.

Los misionarios españoles establecieron 23 misiones que comenzaban con uno en 1769 en San Diego. En 1821 México 1821, que poseyó California, llegó a ser libre de España.  Muchos tramperos y colonos vinieron.  Rusia exploró la costa y estableció un poste que negociaba en la fortaleza Ross.

During the Mexican-American war, the U.S. captured California in 1846.  From 1848 to 1855 about 300,000 more people arrived because of the California Gold Rush which began at Sutter’s Mill.  Even more people came after 1869 when the First Transcontinental Railroad was completed.
Durante la Guerra Mexicano-Americana, los EEUU capturó California en 1846.   De 1848 a 1855 casi 300.000 más personas llegaron debido a la Fiebre de Oro de California que empezó al Molino de Sutter.   Aún más gente vino después de 1869 cuando el Primer Ferrocarril Franscontinental fue terminado.
