CHIHUAHUA, A CITY IN MEXICO

Chihuahua is the capital of Mexico’s largest state also named Chihuahua.  It was founded on October 12, 1709 by the Spanish explorer Antonio Deza y Ulloa.  Miguel Hidalgo was executed in the city in 1811.  When French soldiers captured Mexico City, Benito Juarez temporarily moved the government to Chihuahua.  American soldiers occupied the city during the Mexican-American War.  Pancho Villa’s army was often in the city during the Mexican Revolution of 1910-1917.

Miguel Hidalgo fue ejecutado en la ciudad en 1811.  Cuando soldados franceses capturaron la Ciudad de Mexico, Benito Juarez temporalmente mudo el gobierno a Chihuahua.  Soldados americanos ocuparon la ciudad durante la Guerra Americano-Mexicano.  El ejercito de Pancho Villa a menudo estuvo en la ciudad durante la Revolucion Mexicana de 1910-1917.

Today many tourists visit the Pancho Villa Museum.  Many people work in maquiladoras factories that have come from the US.   Most of the factories make parts for cars and electronic devices.  Other important businesses are connected to cattle ranches and mines for silver, gold, lead and zinc in the beautiful Sierra Madre mountains.  Near the city are fruit orchards and some farms grow cotton.  The population is about 700,000.  It has the Roberto Fierro Villalobos International Airport and the Chihuahua–Pacific Railroad.  

Hoy muchos turistas visitan al Museo Pancho Villa.  Mucha gente trabaja en la fabricas maquiladoras que han venidas de los EEUU.  La mayoria de las fabricas hacen partes para los coches y aparatos electronicos.  Otros comercios importantes son connectados a ranchos de ganados y minas de plata, el oro, el plomo y el cinc en las montanas bonitas Sierra Madre.  Acerca de la ciudad son huertas de frutas y unas granjas crecen algodon.  La poblacion es casi 700.000.  Tiene el Aeropuerto Internacional Roberto Fierro Villalobos y el Ferrocarril Chihuahua-Pacifico.

Many tourists fly from the U.S. to Chihuahua then go on bus or train to see the Copper Canyon.   In the city of Chihuahua they often like to buy cowboy boots, arts and crafts made by the Tarahumara; and they also like to buy Mennonite cheese.  Many people of the Mennonite religion moved from Canada to near the city of Cuauhtemoc after the Mexican Revolution.  Many people who lived in Chihuahua have gone to the US to work.

En la ciudad de Chihuahua muchas veces le gustan a comprar botas vaqueras, artes y manualidades hechos por los Tarahumaras, y a ellos les gusta de comprar el queso Menonite.  Muchas personas de la religion Menonite mudaron del Canada hasta cercano la ciudad de Cuahtemoc despues de la Revolucion Mexicana.   Muchas personas que vivian en Chihuahua han ido a los EEU para trabajar.

The famous movie actor Anthony Quinn was born in Chihuahua.   About one million Mexicans are Mormons.  Many live in Chihuahua and the nearby town named Colonia Juarez which has the second largest Mormon temple in Mexico.  Only the Mormon temple in Mexico City is larger.
