CHRIST AGAINST THE SELF-RIGHTEOUS
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Once a mob drug a prostitute before Christ as he taught at Jerusalem's temple.  Self-righteous Pharisees jeered at him, "Should we stone her for adultery?" 
They may have hoped he would say no so that they could stone him to death too.  Instead he said: "Let the one among you who is without sin cast the first stone."

Knowing full well that none of them were perfect, they slipped away.  

"Where are your accusers?" he then asked the prostitute. 

"Gone," she replied. 

"Then I don't pronounce sentence upon you either." he said.  Go," and sin no more."  

Today some religious groups which have made their own Bible translations omit the account above, quite judgmentally and falsely saying it is of “dubious validity.”  
A more likely reason is that it shows the Pharisees had a highly non-judgmental attitude that parallels their own when such groups act self-righteously in some regards while hypocritically doing still other things that are even worse than what and whom they are condemning.  

What Jesus Christ did in this short but powerful Bible account also shows the relativity of sins.  Murdering a person, including in the name of supposed righteousness, is surely a far worse sin than a weakness like eating too much at a party.    
Christ said he came to help sinners, which in fact we all are, and, as those wanting to be more like Christ, we should be conducting ourself non-judgmentally as he did.
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
