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The word "coco" in Spanish means either "coconut" or "head."  The expressions "No sabes como me duele el coco" means "You don't know how my head is aching!"  See how these games make your own head or coconut ache (or think).  They may remind you of some numbers games but my idea was to invent some simple games for teaching words or affixes.
