Detroit is on the Detroit River and Great Lakes.  It was established in 1701 by fur traders from France.  The modern nickname for it is Motown which is short for Motor Town because of its automobile industry.  The French soldier Cadillac founded a fort and settlement in 1701.  British soldiers defeated the French and Native Americans to control the area.  In 1796 it became part of the United States.   
Detroit esta a largo del Rio Detroit y los Lagos Grandes.  Fue establecida en 1701 por comerciantes de piel de Francia.  El apodo moderno para ella es Motown que es corto para la Ciudad Motor debido a su industria de automovil. El soldado frances Cadillac fundo una fortaleza y un establecimiento en 1701.   Los soldados britanicos derrotaron a los franceses y amerindios para controlar la area.  En 1796 se convirtio en parte de los Estados Unidos.
Many Afro-American workers came from southern states to work in factories for cars in the early 1900s.  Many immigrants also came from Poland, Germany and other nations of Europe.  Today more than a million African-Americans live in Detroit.  Only about 5% of the population is Hispanic, but the southwest area is sometimes called Mexicantown.   Detroit also has the most Arab Americans in the United States.  Its potato chips, hotdogs, and Faygo sodas are famous.  It has a baseball team called the Tigers. 
Muchos trabajadores afroamericanos vinieron de estados del sur a trabajar en las fabricas de coches en los 1900s tempranos. Muchos imigrantes tambien vinieron de Polonia, Alemana y de otras naciones de Europa. Hoy mas de millon de africanoamericanos viven en Detroit.   Solamente acerca de 5% de la poblacion es hispanico, pero la area del sudoeste a veces se llama Mexicantown (Pueblo mexicano). Detroit tambien tiene la mayoria de americanos arabes en los estados unidos.  Sus papas fritas y hotdogs, y sodas Faygos son famosos. Tiene un equipo de beisbol llamado los Tigres.
