After two geese marry they usually stay married all their lives.  Both parents protect the nest and their goslings.  Geese make a sound called honking.  A group of geese on the ground is called a gaggle of geese.  When they are in the air they are called a wedge.  They fly in formations called a V or a U.
 
Después de que dos gansos se casan generalmente se quedan casados todas sus vidas. Ambos padres protegen al nido y sus goslings.  Los gansos hacen un sonido llamado honking. Canadian geese weigh about 20 to 25 pounds.  They sometimes live twenty years.  They have about five eggs in a nest.  It requires about 35 days for the incubation of the eggs.  Goslings do not fly until about two or three months after birth.  Some enemies are foxes, raccoons, owls and snapping turtles.

Barnaclas canadienses pesan a eso de 20 a 25 libras.  A veces viven veinte anos.  Tienen a eso de cinco huevos en un nido.  Requiere casi 35 dias para la incubacion de los huevos.  Los gansitos no vuelen hasta casi dos o tres meses despues del nacimiento.  Unos enemigos son los zorros, mapaches, bujos y tortugas mordedoras (tortuga lagarto, talaman o bache).
