HADROSAURS
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Hadrosaurs are also known as duck-billed dinosaurs.  They were common during the late Cretaceous period about 67 million years ago.  Some had large crests on the top of their heads, possibly used for producing a tuba-like sound.
In 1999 or 2000 Tyler Lyson who was then 17 was on his uncle’s farm in North Dakota.  There he happened to find a partially mummified hadrosaur that may be the most complete dinosaur ever found.  
The creature’s still intact skin shows evidence of striped scales and possibly soft tissue.  Scientists can see that it could run fast and was far more muscular than scientists believed such dinosaurs were.

Tyler Lyson’s hadrosaur, now nicknamed Dakota, ate plants, walked on two legs.  It weighed almost 4,500 kilograms.   Its tail was 25% larger than scientists had previously thought hadrosaurs had.  
Dakota walked with its head low to the ground and forearms almost touching.  It may have run as much as 45 kilometers an hour, making it faster than a Tyrannosaurus rex.
Fossils of other hydrosaurs have been found in other parts of North America, Asia and Europe, for example in Montana, Utah, Wyoming, Alberta in Canada, along the Amur River between China and Russia.
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
