About 85% of Americans have celebrated Halloween.  Halloween came from All Hallows Evening.  Hallows means Holy Persons or Saints.  Therefore the meaning is Evening of the Saints.

Padres vestieron a sus ninos como santos para demostrar respecto para las vidas de los santos y para animar a los ninos a ser buenos como los santos.  Unas de los santos fueron torturados hasta la muerte por lo tanto unos de los trajes fueron de miedo.
Today many parents still dress their children in scary costumes.  Many also make jack-o-lanterns and have parties.  They accompany their children to trick or treat at night.  Jack-o-laterns and pranks are customs from Ireland.   During the 1800s Irish immigrants brought the other customs to the U.S.
Hoy muchos padres todavia vesten a los ninos en uniformes de miedo.  Muchos hacen linternas de calabaza y tienen fiestas tambien.  Acompanan a sus ninos que piden trucos o regalitos de dulces en la noche.  Linternas de calabaza y bromas de Halloween son costumbres de Irlandia.  Durantes los 1800s inmigrantes irlandeses trajeron las otras costumbres a los EEUU.

In Mexico some people in the cities celebrate Halloween as a start to the traditional Day Of The Dead which is a celebration of the lives of ancestors.  There are parties at night and children ask for candy but they do not play tricks or pranks.  
En Mexico alguna gente en las ciudades celebra Halloween como un comienzo al tradicional Dia de los Muertos que es una celebracion de las vidas de antepasados.  Hay fiestas en la noche y los ninos piden dulces pero no juegan trucos o bromas. 
Halloween is celebrated a lot in Canada, the U.K. and Ireland.  It is also celebrated some in Australia, New Zealand, the Phillipines, Spain, France and Belgium.   The Chinese have a Ghost Month.  Japanese have a Ghost festival.
Halloween se celebra mucho en el Canada, en el Reino Unido y en Irlanda. Tambien se celebra un poco en Australia, Nueva Zelandia, los Philipinses, Espana, Francia y Belgica. Los chinos tienen un Mes de los Fantasmas. Los japoneses tienen una Fiesta de los Fantasmas.
In the United States a few people do not celebrate Halloween because some of its customs may have been from pagan, non-Christian religions.  They say it is like darkness.   However, most celebrate Halloween and view any customs that were pagan as customs that were turned to light.  It is a time for fun.
En los Estados Unidos unas pocas personas no celebran Dia de los Santos porque unas de las costumbres tal vez fueron de religiones paganas no cristianas.  Dicen que es como la obscuridad.  Sin embargo, la mayoria celebran Dia de los Santos y consideran cualquieras costumbres que fueron paganas como costumbres ya cambiados a la luz.  Es un tiempo para las diversiones.
