HERBS IN THE BIBLE

Matthew 2:11 mentions the baby Jesus receiving not only gold but frankincense and myrrh. Frankincense represents spiritual purity.  
Myrrh is aromatic and resinous, coming from thorn trees and may have symbolized Jesus future suffering with the "crown of thorns." It has often been used for tooth paste as it treats infections and cleanses teeth. 
Mustard was the smallest of all visible seeds in Christ's time in the Holy Land and is also mentioned along with cumin, mint and dill at Matthew 23:3 where Christ says hypocrites tithe for example with such things but neglect more important things like justice and mercy.

Mint was a popular condiment and medicine that calmed and deepened breathing. Dill, called anise in some translations, was common to the kitchens.  Cumin went into breads and stews. Luke 11:42 mentions rue, which was used for medicine and cooking.  It is aromatic and a stimulant.

Gall in Hebrew means "bitterness.”  Matthew 27:34 says at the crucifixion Christ was given it with wine but refused to drink. Aloe (Numbers 24:6) is fragrant.  With myrrh it helped Nicodemus embalm Jesus' body. 
Coriander, compared to manna at Exodus 16:31, was a medicine and spice.  Garlic (Numbers 11:5) was a food the Israelites had enjoyed in Egypt.  
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Hyssop.

Hyssop cleansed places and people (Numbers 19:18)  David asked to be purified with it. (Ps 51:7)  Song of Solomon 4:14 romantically mentions nard, saffron, calamus and cinnamon ... aloes; also deadly, poisonous wormwood.
