HOW HE BEAT SCANDAL
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In 354 A.D. a child was born in Tagaste in North Africa.  The child’s father was a pagan with a violent temper and interest in women other than the child’s mother, Monica.

In fact his father beat his mother until at last her humble nature converted him to Christianity.  The boy, Augustine grew up to also love women scandalously, even living unwed with one.  

He had ambition, and this led to a teaching position at Milan’s court although it sometimes bored him.   His conscience bothered him because of his desires for women, his ambitions and his fondness for partying.  

He gave it all up, though, became a devout Christian in 387 A.D., founded a monastery, preached, fought religious teachings considered false and destructive and was made bishop at Hippo, North Africa, where he died in 430 A.D.  

His final success at giving up temptations has inspired many others to do so, Catholics, Protestants and others – such is the story of the boy who came to be called Saint Augustine.
