Johnny Appleseed was a real person actually named John Chapman.   He was born in 1774 in Leominster, Massachusetts.  About 1800 he went down the Ohio River in a boat with apple seeds and saplings probably from cider mills in Pennsylvania.  For over forty years Johnny traveled much of what are now Ohio, Pennsylvania, Indiana and Illinois.  As he traveled he planted the apple seeds and saplings as well as healing herbs.  When the seeds and saplings grew he cared for large orchards in the forests.  He taught settlers and Native Americans how to grow their own trees and herbs.   Many stories were told about Johnny after he had died because he did many things to help people and his clothing looked strange.  For example he usually walked barefoot without shoes in clothing from old sacks.  
Johnny Appleseed fue una persona en realidad nombrado Juan Chapman.   Nacio en 1774 en Leominster, Massachusetts.  Cerca de 1800 fue abajo el Rio Ohio en una barca con semillas y arbolitos de manzana probablemente de molinos de sidra en Pennsylvania.  Por mas de cuarenta anos Johnny viajo mucho en los que ahora son Ohio, Pennsylvania, Indiana e Illinois.   Mientras que viajo el planto semillas y arbolitos de manzana así como hierbas curativas.  Cuando las semillas y arbolitos se crecieron el cuido huertas grandes en bosques.   El enseno a colonos y amerindios como producir a sus propios arboles e hierbas.  Muchos historias fueron dichos de Johnny despues de que habia muerto porque hizo muchas cosas para ayudar a la gente y su ropas parecieron peculiares.  Por ejemplo el camino normalmente descalzo sin zapatos y en ropas de sacos viejos.

Johnny carried no weapons, did not harm plants or animals, and was a Christian missionary in “the Church of New Jerusalem.”  During the War of 1812 when Native Americans along with enemy British soldiers came from Canada to attack American settlers, Johnny traveled thirty miles or forty-eight kilometers to get soldiers for their defence.   He was not only a humanitarian and interesting character, but also an early ecologist and good businessman.  He died of pneumonia in 1845.  Many settlers and Native Americans thought of him as a great friend and healer.  Many of his apples trees are still live.   His grave stone says "Johnny Appleseed (John Chapman)  He lived for others. 1774-1845"  He is an American legend.
Johnny no llevo ningunas armas, no dano a las plantas o los animales, y fue misionario cristiano en "la Iglesia de Jerusalen Nueva." Durante la Guerra de 1812 cuando los amerindios juntos con soldados britanicos vinieron del Canada para atacar a los colonos americanos, Johnny viajo treinta millas o cuarenta y ocho kilometros para obtener a soldados para su defensa.   El no fue solamente un humanitario e caracter interesante, pero tambien un ecologista temprano y buen hombre de negocios.  El murio de pulmonía en 1845. Muchos colonos y amerindios pensaron de el como un gran amigo y curador.  Muchos de sus arboles de manzanas todavia viven.  Su piedra de tumba dice "Johnny Appleseed (Juan Chapman) El  vivio para otros. 1774-1845"   El es una leyenda americana.
