Kansas became the 34th state in 1861. Its abbreviation is KS.  It capital is Topeka but the largest city is Wichita.  The population is almost three million.  Industries include wheat farming and the manufacturing of cars and airplanes.  Major wheat farming began in 1874 when emigrants from Russia brought the Turkey Red variety of wheat to Kansas. 
Kansas se convirtio en el 34do estado en 1861.   Su abreviatura es KS.  Su capital es Topeka pero la ciudad mas grande es Wichita. La poblacion es casi tres millones. Las industrias incluyen la cultivacion de trigo y la fabricacion de coches y aviones. Cultivacion importante de trigo comenzo en 1874  cuando emigrantes de Rusia trajeron la variedad de trigo Rojo Turquia a Kansas.  
Major rivers include the Kansas River.  Major Lakes include Tuttle Creek Reservoir.  The highest point is Mount Sunflower, but most of the state is flat with much prairie and some hills.  Its nickname is the Sunflower State.

Rios importantes incluyen el Rio Kansas.  Lagos importantes incluyen el Reservio Arroyo Tuttle. El punto mas alto es Monte Girasol, pero la mayoria del estado es plano con mucha pradera y algunas colinas.  Su apodo es El Estado Girasol. 
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Its motto is the Latin expression “Ad astra per aspera” which means “To stars via difficulties.”  The state song is “Home On The Range.”  The state animal is the buffalo.  Until the 1900s many buffalo were on the prairies of Kansas.  Native American nations in the area now Kansas before Whites came included the Kansa, Wichita and Pawnee.    
Su lema es la expresion latina "Ad astra per aspera" que significa “a las estrellas por medio de dificultades."  La cancion del estado es "Casa En La Pradera." El animal estado es el bufalo. Hasta los 1900s muchos bufalos estaban en las praderas de Kansas.  Naciones de Amerindios en la area ahora Kansas antes de que vinieron los blancos  incluyeron los Kansas, los Wichitas y los Pawnees.   
Today Kansas has only a few small reservations or areas of land for Native Americans.  Many famous people have come from Kansas.  These include President Eisenhower, Walter Chrysler, the female aviator Amelia Earhart, the politician Bob Dole, and the clown Emmett Kelly.
Hoy Kansas tiene solamente unas pocas reservas o areas de tierra para Amerindios.  Mucha gente famosa ha vendido de Kansas.  Estos incluyen el Presidente Eisenhower,  Walter Chrysler, la aviadora femenina Amelia Earhart, el politico Bob Dole, y el payaso Emmett Kelly.
