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In 1804 Meriwether Lewis and William Clark began to explore America’s new land called the Louisiana Territory which was west of the Mississippi River.   Their expedition eventually included the Shoshone Indian guide and interpreter named Sacagawea, her French husband Toussaint Charbonneau of Boucherville near Montreal and their infant son Jean Baptiste. They went along the Missouri River from Missouri to the Oregon coast.  They built Fort Clatsop, boiled salt water and hunted elk before returning.   

En 1804 Meriweather Lewis y Guillermo Clark comenzaron a explorar la tierra nueva de America llamada el Territorio Luisiana que estuvo al oeste del Rio Misisipi.   Su expedicion incluyo eventualmente una guia y interprete indigena de los Shawnee nombrada Sacagawea, su esposo frances Toussaint Charbonneau y su hijo infantil.   Fueron a largo del Rio Misuri de Misuri a la costa de Oregon.   Construyeron Fortaleza Clatsop, hirvieron agua de sal y cazaron alces antes de volver.   

During their expedition they obtained samples of many new species of animals and plants, made many useful scientific observations and notes for maps.  They visited with many nations of Native Americans including the Sioux and Blackfeet.  Clark kept a diary of their adventures including encounters with giant bears called grizzly bears.  
Durante su expedicion obtuvieron ejemplos de muchos especies nuevos de animales y plantas, hicieron muchas observaciones utiles y notas para mapas.   Visitaron muchas naciones de Amerindios incluyendo los Sioux (Su) y los Blackfeet (Pies Negros).  Clark mantuvieron una jornada de sus aventuras incluyendo encuentros con osos gigantes llamados osos pardos.  
The two men, like President Thomas Jefferson who sent them on the expedition, were born in Virginia.  Many people say Sacagawea died at Fort Manuel, South Dakota, in 1812 while giving birth to a daughter named Lisette; other people say she died in 1884 and was buried in a cemetery near Fort Washakie on the Wind River Reservation in Wyoming when almost 100.  

Los dos hombres, como Presidente Thomas Jefferson que los envio en la expedicion, nacieron en Virginia.   Muchas personas dicen que Sacagawea murio a la Fortaleza Manuel en Dakota del Sur en 1812; otras personas dicen que murio en 1884 y ella estuvo enterrada en un cemeterio cercano Fortaleza Washakie a la Reserva Rio Viento en Wyoming cuando tuvo casi 100 anos.  
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Meriwether Lewis was a member of the Free Masons.  He died near Nashville, Tennessee, in 1809.  His death is a mystery.  Someone shot him or he committed suicide.   William Clark, a member of the Free Masons too, died in St. Louis, Missouri, in 1838.  He is buried in Bellefontaine Cemetery.  
Meriwether Lewis fue un miembro de los Masones Libres.  Murio cercano Nashville, Tennessee.  Su muerte es un misterio.  Alguien lo tiro u se suicido.   William Clark, un miembro de los Masones Libres tambien, murio en St. Louis, Misuri, en 1838.  Esta enterrado en el Cemterio de Bellefontaine.
With help from William Clark, Sacagawea’s son, Jean Baptist received an education in St. Louis and later Europe where he learned four languages.  He visited Africa, returned to the American West and lived in the mountains.  He helped the U.S. army, guided Mormon American soldiers from New Mexico to San Diego in California in 1846.  There he was mayor of Mission San Luis Rey de Francia where Oceanside now exists.  He went to search for gold and died at Danner, Oregon when age 61.
Con ayuda de Clark, el hijo de Sacagawea, Jean Baptiste, recibio una educaion en St. Louis y mas tarde en Europa donde aprendio cuatro lenguas.  Visito Africa, regreso al Oeste de America y vivio en las montanas.    Ayudo al ejercito de los EEUU, guio soldados americanos que fueron mormones de Nuevo Mexico a San Diego, California en 1846.   Alli fue alcalde de Mision San Luis Rey de Francia donde ahora existe Oceanside.  Fue para buscar oro y murio en Danner, Oregon, cuando tuvo 61 anos.
His father, Sacagawea’s husband Toussaint Charbonneau, died in 1843 when seventy-six.  He was sometimes cruel and violent.  Besides Sacagawea he had at least five other young Native American wives.  He was probably buried near what was Fort Mandan near Washburn, North Dakota.
Su padre, el esposo de Sacagawea Toussaint Charbonneau, murio en 1843 cuando tuvo setenta y seis anos.  Fue cruel y violente a veces.  Ademas de Sacagawea tuvo a lo menos cinco otras esposas amerindias jovenes.  Probablemente esta enterrado cercano lo que fue Fortaleza Mandan casi doce millas de Washburn en Dakota del Norte.
