Alliteration is the repetition of letters: a light lullaby lullied the little one.  Assonance (asonancia) is the repetition of vowels (vocales): I ate an apple a day.   The climax is the high point (punto culminante) of a story.   A couplet is two rhyming lines (versos que riman) of a poem.   An ellegy is a poem about a dead person (persona muerta).  An epic is a long (larga) poem that tells (dice) a story.   Genres (generos) are types of literature: mystery, adventure, science fiction.   A haiku is a poem of three lines with 5, 7 and 5 syllables.   Hyperbole is an exaggeration, for example “The hill was higher than the moon.”  ( “La colina fue mas alta que la luna.”)  A lyric is a brief emotional poem.    A metaphor is a direct comparison: She has stone eyes (ojos piedras).  A motif is something that (algo que) occurs at different times in a story such as an event, creature, song.   A myth is a story about a legend such as (tal como) Hercules.    An ode  is a long dignified (larga digna) emotional poem.   Onomatopoeia is where a word sounds like its meaning (suena como lo que significa), for example, bees zoom, snakes hiss.  Personification is where something not alive (algo no vivo) is written about as if it were alive: The wind cried.  (El viento lloró.)   The plot (trama) is what happens in a story, the events.   Point of view is if a story is in first person (I), third person (he), omniscient (all knowing). (sabiendo todas cosas)  Purpose (objectivo) is why a writer writes: to sell something, to convince about a political idea, to entertain.   A rhyme is the repetition of syllable sounds (sonidos) such as pay, day, night, kite.   A simile is an indirect comparison usually using like or as such as “She has eyes like stone.”   (“Ella tiene ojos como piedra.”)  Tone is the overall feeling such as being happy, sad, oppressive.   como la alegría, la tristeza o la opresión.  Setting is when and where a story occurs.  A tragedy is a story with an unhappy ending. (fin tristeza)  A theme is the main idea (idea principal).
