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Atheists say, well, you can’t see God.  We can respond that it’s true we can't see the energy source for this universe but nor would we want to as logically doing so would blind and radiate us to death.  In fact Exodus 20:33 is kind enough to warn of such danger. Too, we can note the Source has provided us earth, food, water, life, intelligence, and therefore since a good father is a good provider it really isn’t illogical at all to call such a Source by the expression “our Father who is in heaven.”  So the word God can be used as like an abbreviation for "the source of this universe that provides for us in a fatherly manner."

Atheist also say it’s ignorant to think some people lived hundreds of year etc.  Note that the early Earth may have had an atmosphere screening radiation which ages humans, and there may have been plants, even a Tree of Life providing antioxidant richer fruits etc for helping prolong good health and quality life.  The creative Days could have been billions of years since the Hebrew word yohm (day) like in English can mean a long time as in "in Rome's day" and not just a period of 24 hours.  Eve made from a rib is no stranger than cloning creatures from individual cells.  We now "resurrect" movie stars via TV, so why is resurrection impossible?  God could float an axe on water even as we float million ton vessels in water and the nothingness of space.  Why deride Christ walking on water when some water insects can do so and via devices humans may do so?

Some say the sun could not have "stood still" for Joshua, yet clouds with ice have sometimes reflected light from over the horizon.  Some say that if Bible censuses of the same tribe differ then that proves the Bible is false, but they don't note that verses can vary due to children or elderly people being listed in one census but not in others that are just for able-bodied men.  One verse may say a certain city was destroyed in one chapter but in another chapter say it was still existing, yet there could have easily been two cities with the same name, and sometimes there were. 

One verse says Christ baptized while another says disciples did; yet even today we may say a man built a skyscraper when not he himself directly did so but workers did so on his behalf or under his direction.   Is God cruel, as atheists detractors sometimes claim since humans die?   Actually God wanted the first humans and their descendants to live forever and so warned them of how to avoid death but they themselves ignored the warning.   True, God did permit slaves but the detractors ignore that He gave laws that they were to be well-treated as servants with legal rights and protections.  Similarly Christ said God permitted men to divorce women not because He wanted divorces but because he knew to not allow it would lead to far more cruelties.
