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Mount Rushmore National Memorial is an area with 1,278 acres (518 hectares), in southwestern South Dakota in the Black Hills.  It was established in 1925 and dedicated in 1927.  On the face of the mountain and visible for 60 miles (97 km), are enormous 60 feet (18.3 m) high heads of four U.S. Presidents.  Who are they?  They are George Washington, Thomas Jefferson, Abraham Lincoln, and Theodore Roosevelt. 
El Monte Rushmore Monumento Nacional es un area con 1.278 acres (518 hectareas), en la parte suroeste de Sur Dakota del Sur en las Colinas Negras.  Se establecio en 1925 y fue dedicado en 1927.  En la cara de la montana y visible 60 millas (97 km) son cabezas enormes de 60 pies (18.3 m) altas de cuatro Presidentes de los EEUU.   Quienes son?   Son George Washington, Thomas Jefferson, Abraham Lincoln, y Theodore Roosevelt.   

The sculptures were designed by Gutzon Borglum  who lived from 1867 until 1941.  He was the son of a doctor and rancher who moved to the U.S. from the nation of Denmark.   Borglum studied art in California and France.  When he died his work was finished that same year by his son Lincoln.  Borglum had worked 14 years to complete the huge figures.  How many people visit them each day?  During the summer more than 20,000 tourists visit them every day.
