REPORT CARD FOR PRESIDENTS
You Yourself Assign The Grade. 
You can either give A-F with A being Excellent and F being Failing; or else give points from 1 to 10 with 10 being the highest.  Try to give the grades for the President without considering if the person is part of your own political party preference if you have one.
	THE ECONOMY

(Is the Stock Market okay or not?  Are prices of everyday fast foods, car gas etc stable or have they gone up?  Has small business been helped?  Does your own pocketbook or purse have more money in it?)

	WAR/PEACE

(is the nation at war or not; if at war is it a just and win-able war)

	INTERNATIONAL AFFAIRS 

(Do most other nations seem to respect this nation or not)

	RELATIONS WITH CONGRESS

(e.g. courteous or not)

	AWARENESS OF PUBLIC NEEDS (e.g. seems to know the price of a hamburger)

	SOCIAL RESPONSIBILITY

(helps the elderly, impaired and senior citizens etc)

	MORAL EXAMPLE

(no major scandals like use of prostitutes or enabling mortgage companies etc to legally steal or fleece)

	FAIRNESS 
(any new taxes are fair to all the people, not just the rich)

	CITIZENSHIP

(s/he is not selling out the nation, e.g. to big business, alien groups or organizations)

	LEADERSHIP

Does s/he inspire and delegate power to his cabinet and others?  Or does he do things like try to micromanage or make no decisions.
