WHY CHRISTIANS TEACH SOULS CONTINUE AFTER BODIES DIE
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A few people wrongly teach that Genesis 2:7 says the expression “man became a living soul” means the soul is the body itself and only the body, but at Matthew 10:28 Christ says “do not fear those who can kill the body but cannot kill the soul," showing the soul is not the body.  

Some have quoted Ecclesiastes 9:5, 10 to try to prove the soul also dies at death "The dead know not anything for there is no work, nor device, no knowledge, nor wisdom, in the grave, where you are going," but they don’t teach it means the dead body knows nothing and after the body’s death the soul is unconscious of events on earth although aware of events where it has gone.
Interestingly, in one breath some attackers of the soul say Satan lied in telling Adam and Eve they could sin without ever dying, but in the next breath they also teach many people now living will never die, thus teaching the same thing for which they condemn Satan, the false teaching that people will not die.  In contrast Paul says all sin, so all die, but the Good News is that because of Christ there is the Christian hope of the resurrection.
Christ confirms at Matthew 10:28 that God can completely destroy a soul, and Paul states God “alone is immortal.” However, unless God’s Holy Spirit has been totally grieved, a body dies but because of Christ there is the comforting Christian hope of the resurrection for that soul.
Was Christ’s soul ever dead?   No, his traveling soul, or spirit, did not freeze into unawareness or sleep in non-existence but in the twinkling of an eye went to preach to other souls for three days till resurrected back into first one body on earth and then another for the comfort and joy of disciples before ascending to the Father.  Psalm 90:10 says the soul flies away at death, although as with Christ and for example the widow’s son at 1 Kings 17:21-22, God can send it back or wherever He rightly judges best.  
So, do not let anyone else tell you souls are unaware or do not exist.  This is neither a traditional Christian teaching or taught in the Bible, even as shown above.  God can do anything so He may also sometimes permit interaction as when a person prays before the grave of a departed loved one, although He also warns us to not seek out interactions with any demononic spirits.   In conclusion please also read 1 Corinthians 15.
