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Tampico was originally part of the Huastec Kingdom but later the Aztec Empire conquered it.   The Spanish began the modern city in 1554.  Soldiers from France and the US occupied Tampico during the 1800s.  
Today it has a population of about 300,000 but almost 700,000 other people live near Tampico.  It is in the state of Tamaulipas in Mexico only a few miles from the Gulf of Mexico.  
Major industries include oil, silver, lumber, wool, cattle, sugar and other agricultural products.   Oil has been dominant since it was discovered about 1900.   
The first Coca-Cola bottling company in Mexico began in Tampico in 1926.  The city has a university and a cultural center.
Rafael Sebastian Guillen Vicente was born in Tamaulipas.  Many believe he is the leader of the modern Zapatistas in the Yucatan of Mexico.  There his nickname has been Subcomandante Marcos.  
Tampico has several traditional foods.  Many people like to eat crab meat.  Stevedores and many other people like to eat Torta de la Barda.  
Besides the ocean, there are many rivers and lagoons.  The pretty downtown area has many buildings similar to buildings in New Orleans.  
Part of the famous movie Treasure of the Sierra Madre was filmed in Tampico.  Many tourists also see the Cathedral of Tampico and the huge Bridge of Tampico.
