Tibet is in Central Asia.  The capital is Lhasa.  The high, cold Himalayan Mountains cover Tibet and prevent much agriculture.  However Tibet does grow barley, wheat, buckwheat, rye, potatoes, some other vegetables and fruits.  Most Tibetans raise cattle, sheep, goats, camel, yaks and horses.  Milk, butter and yoghurt are produced.   Tibetans drink butter tea and eat a kind of bread called tsampa.

The people of Tibet call their land Bod.

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Tourism is an important industry. Tourists buy Tibetan hats, silver and gold jewelry, wooden items, fabrics, clothing, quilts, rugs and carpets.  In 2006 a railroad was opened between Qinghai, China, and Tibet.  The many minerals include is much zinc, copper, lead, gold, iron and uranium in Tibet.   Some typical animals are wild yaks, musk deer and black-necked cranes.

Thousands of years ago Tibetans, Burmese and Chinese had common ancestors.  Language studies indicate the Chinese and Tibetan languages split before 4000 B.C. or 6000 years ago.  Tibetan kingdoms may sometimes have been as far south as Bengal and as far north as Mongolia.  There were wars with China, Mongolia and, in 1904, with the British.

For most of the 1900s and today, China has controlled Tibet.  However, Tibetans have sometimes revolted, for example in March 2008.  Tibetans are angry because so many Chinese are coming to Tibet.  Some sources say there are only about 3,000,000 Tibetans.  Others say there are now about 6,000,000 Tibetans in Tibet but about 7,5000,000 Chinese.

Tibetans fear the loss of their culture including Tibetan Buddhism.  Religion is very important to Tibetans.  Their main religion is Tibetan Buddhism.  Its leader is called the Dalai Lama.  Many Tibetans are poor, and about 33% cannot read.
