About half the population of Chinese believes there are UFOs, what the Chinese call Feidi.  For example there have been reports of UFO and ETs in and near Nanking, the village of Pu Sa Lu in hills thirty miles out of Beijing, in Beijing itself, in Shanghai and about ten other cities.  Everyday people and jet pilots have reported them.  They have been reported playing cat-and-mouse with a military jet near a military base close to the town of Chinjou.  They have been reported as small to huge, of different shapes and colors.   China has a national society for studying extraterrestrial matters.   It is the largest such group in the world with at least 50,000 members.  It is almost thirty years old and receives money from the government.  Members are professional scientists and engineers with PhD’s in science.  Almost one-third are also members of the communist party.  

Its founder was Sun Shili, a former diplomat who also translated for Mao Zedong whenever Spanish diplomats were visiting.  Sometime during 1969 to 1971 Sun Shili was doing physical labor in mountains in China as political punishment or retraining.   While working in a rice-field he saw a small bright round UFO bouncing across the horizon in yoyo style, and later, after translating a book about UFOs, decided that was what it had been.  Sun Shili later became professor of international trade at Beijing's University of International Business and Economics, as well as spearheading China’s UFO research.  He developed the organization from what in 1979 was initially a science fiction club at Wuhan University.  Given his credentials and earnestness, in 1980 vice premier Yao Yilin wrote that people in China needed to respect his findings.  
Possibly twenty percent of all UFOs spotted worldwide are being reported in China.  This percentage has gone up in the past several decades since China began growing economically.  Sun Shili and others in the national society believe some ETs may be living among humans on earth, their appearances being changed to resemble humans.  http://www.ufoevidence.org/documents/doc1203.htm
There is a bimonthly magazine with a circulation of at least 400,000 about UFO research. The media controlled by the government also reports UFO sightings.   The UFO society says its has support from respected scientists and ties with the military.  For example  Shen Shituan is a rocket scientist, president of Beijing Aerospace University and honorary director of China UFO Research Association.  Sun Shili hopes research into UFOs will lead to new forms of high-speed travel, unlimited energy sources and faster growth of crops.


Operating from a dingy three-room flat in a Beijing apartment block, the China UFO Research Resource Center is located in a dingy three room apartment in Beijing.  There are about 140 boxes of old news clippings and eyewitness accounts of UFO sightings.  These include accounts of military jets unsuccessfully chasing a UFO in 1998.  There were 500 reports in 1999 of which perhaps 200 would be considered solid.  One report is from a worker he said that in 1999 ETs came into his home in Beijing then, in the presence of his wife and child, took him away 165 miles to the east before returning him after a few hours.




Chen Yanchun, a former Aerospace Ministry researcher with a Ph.D. in aerodynamics who is now a shipping executive also helping with UFO research, says the increased interest in earth and China is natural.  There is more manmade aerospace activity.  Also, radio signals from Earth are penetrating farther into space.

There are also skeptics about UFOs and ETs.  For example Ji Fusheng, general director of the Department of Basic Research and High Technology of the China Association for Science and Technology, says "the study of UFOs does no harm, but I believe it won't have any concrete results." 

Gao Ge is a 52-year-old scientist at Beijing Institute of Aeronautics and Astronautics who holds three Chinese patents and one U.S. patent for aerospace-related advances, as well as China's National First-Class Invention prize for research on improving jet engine efficiency. Since 1990 when he spotted an orange UFO in Miami while a visiting professor at Florida Atlantic University, he has sought to build his own UFO which sees as being ellipsoid with tiny wings and able to take off vertically then move as a spaceship although at subsonic speed.  Je says he has test-flown a wooden prototype with the dimensions of a king-size bed.  He says it is highly maneuverable and saves energy because of a "vortex generator" or device that creates lift much like dragonfly wings.  However he does not offer more than a description because he says Beijing Institute has labeled his invention top secret and he is barred from showing its blueprints. 


Strolling by a lily pond at a senior citizens' recreation center in the southern city of Guiyang, another UFO buff and association member, Ma Ruian, 54, envisions a future filled with superfast submarines, floating cars and energy-saving ships shaped like flounders -- all gunned by his patented flying globe. 

Mr. Ma conducts some of his experiments on this pond, using rudimentary models to test his theory. He believes that by redirecting air or water flow, his globe can decrease resistance, significantly speed up moving objects and save energy. To demonstrate, he releases a balloon fit with a special plug that controls the outrush of air. The balloon moves fast as it deflates, but Prof. Sun has his doubts about Mr. Ma's theory. "It could be a little exaggeration that the globe's speed could exceed that of a rocket," the professor says. 

Fountain of Youth? 

Perhaps the boldest dream belongs to Liu Zhongkai, 47, an official at the Beijing Meteorological Bureau with wild eyes and vertical hair. Patent authorities are weighing whether or not to register his invention, which he describes as a magnetic field that produces as much as a third more energy than it requires to run. Among other things, he claims, his magnetic field can alter time. "If you live to be 100 on Earth, in my UFO you will be able to live at least 100,000 years," he says. 

Tinkering with his contraption -- two steel bars with coils of copper wire at each end -- Mr. Liu says his self-generating energy machine "is what UFOs must use to fly long distances because they can't use gas. It's a simple logic thing." 

Which, of course, begs the question: How do these scientists know what makes a UFO run, since none claims to have ever been inside one? 

"I've studied many photographs of UFOs," Mr. Ma says with a shrug. "In physics, you can work backward to figure out the theory." 

That isn't to say the quest isn't tough. Says Mr. Sun: "Working with UFOs is more complicated than translating for Mao." http://www.ufoevidence.org/documents/doc450.htm
Half of China sees mysterious light-emitting UFO, July 2002 

UFOs at Close Sight

Summary: This UFO sighting, covering more territories than ever before, was the most completely documented in China today. 



On July 1, The Huashan Post reported an "Unidentified Flying Object (UFO) flying over Xiaxi. "The same day various media throughout the nation reported similar news, that on June 30, around 10 p.m., a mysterious, light-emitting, shape-changing object flew over Jiangsu, Henan, Xiaxi, and Sichuan. 

According to The Tianfu Morning Post: "Some readers claimed that an orange and white ray of light appeared in the sky. It flew from east to west and lasted for about 3 minutes. The illuminated object was about the size of a desk. During its flight it continually changed its shape, from a fang-like object to something that resembled a fan." 

Henan's City Morning Post also reported witnesses' accounts: "At 10:30, an object resembling a flaming arrow appeared in the night sky. Then the tail of the fiery arrow opened up like a fan, which emitted bright light. The light-emitting section then changed into a crescent. A fireball on top of the crescent glowed brilliantly. Five minutes later the 'UFO' disappeared into the night sky." 

The Lanzhou Morning Post reported that Chen Shiwen, a photographer in Linyao, was taking photos for a funeral. Suddenly people pointed to the sky and said, "UFO!" Chen quickly pointed his camera skywards. "I saw a brightly lit object with a tail flying slowly from east to west. . About 2 minutes later the object stopped and the bright tail disappeared. Then the object itself became dim, and it disappeared as well. About a minute later the 'UFO' reappeared, emitting an even more intense light. It ascended in a spiral towards the southeast. After about 10 seconds of spiraling it reassembled into the shape of a yuanbao (a golden, Chinese object that looks like a rounded mountain with three peaks) and slowly vanished into the night sky. The whole process took about 5 minutes." 

The Yangzi Evening Post even published a photo. According to local readers, an object that looked like the morning sun was seen in the northwestern sky. It resembled a searchlight making a fan-shaped pattern. The light was brilliant and continuous like a wave. After about 10 minutes the light slowly disappeared, and only clouds were left in the sky. 

A newspaper in Sichuan reported that a pilot from a local air force camp flew next to the object and mistook it for an enemy fighter. Tian Xianyuan, an eyewitness and the assistant manager from Chongqing City's Astronomy Center, was able to point out the object's exact location. 

At the same time, web surfers from Jingzhou in Hebei, Baotou in Inner Mangolia, and Daqing Helongjiang pointed out in various forums that they also witnessed the same phenomenon. 

The various witnesses' reports of the shape, size, time duration, and flight path of the UFO were very similar. It was flying very high, much higher than a normal airplane. It was quite large. According to one web surfer, "It was the size of three full moons together." It was bright and changed color from white to orange. It appeared in the northwest and moved slowly from east to west. It was shaped like a fan, with its light projecting outward. The duration of its appearance ranged from 2 or 3 minutes to over 10 minutes. So we can surmise that on the night of June 30, at about 10 p.m., a "UFO" visited almost half of China from east to west. And the object that everyone saw was the same "UFO." 

This UFO sighting, covering more territories than ever before, was the most completely documented in China today. But what was it? 

Nanjing's Zijinshan Astronomy Center's researcher Wang Sichao has offered the most believable explanation to date. Wang is China's famous astronomy scholar and minor-planet specialist. He is also a passionate researcher of UFO's and astronomy. On July 1, The Yangzi Evening Post published an interview with Wang. From analyzing the descriptions of the witnesses' accounts, Wang concluded that it was a "dimensional flying machine." 

Mr. Wang said that this was not the first appearance of this kind of phenomenon. He and a few colleagues from Nanjing Zijinshan Astronomy Center have been observing, recording, and gathering information on similar incidents since they first appeared in 1971. The same phenomenon has shown up several dozen times, and Wang has concluded that they are the same kind of UFO. Wang contacted the space center, which couldn't confirm its exact nature, but is getting a clearer and clearer notion of its shape. 

When the reporter asked Mr. Wang if this UFO belonged to an Extra Terrestrial, Wang replied that it couldn't be confirmed. Wang's belief that it is "a dimensional flying machine," however, dismisses the argument that it is a natural phenomenon and affirms that an intelligent life is behind it. "But whether it is of human origin or Extra Terrestrial, whether it is controlled inside or remotely, are still unknown. Maybe we will not be able to uncover the truth for many years, but human curiosity will never let us stop searching. With advancements in technology, we have more power and skills to investigate nature and ourselves. Searching for other life forms in space is as mysterious as figuring out the mysteries of ourselves."

China had its first massive UFO sighting on the night of July 24, 1981. It caused such an uproar that the Astronomical Observatory of Zijingshan released a communique stating, "the population of 14 provinces in our country sighted this celestial phenomenon." 

Ufology, formerly a forbidden subject in this country of more than one billion people, has only recently emerged from Chairman Mao's shadow. Modern research shows, however, that UFOs are not a new phenomenon in China. 

Historical records cite strange celestial objects during the Tang, Yuan, and Ming dynasties. A few examples were published in 1982 in the Chinese government publication Beijing Information, in the article "UFOs Were Already Observed in Ancient China," by Guo Li. It discussed several cases that occurred during the Ming dynasty (1368-1644). 

When the modern UFO era began 50 years ago in 1947, flying saucers were reported in China. However, they were quickly forgotten when the country was engulfed in a civil war. All mention of UFOs was strictly forbidden during Mao's long reign, when China was mostly closed to foreign influences. 

Chinese ufology re-emerged in the late 1970s during Deng Xioping's program of economic reforms. In November 1978, The People's Daily finally gave the official green light for UFO reporting. Other reporters began to cover UFO news, and by 1980, a group of students from Wuhan University in Hebei province formed the China UFO Research Organization (CURO) and obtained moderate support from the National Academy of Social Sciences. A newsstand magazine, The Journal of UFO Research, was launched in February 1981. 

Over the years I have collected a reasonably good file on Chinese ufology and met a couple of researchers from Taiwan. A letter of mine was even published in Chinese in 1982 in The Journal of UFO Research. I didn't come face to face with a prominent Chinese UFO researcher, however, until this year. In February, I returned to New York after lecturing at a huge UFO Exhibit in South Korea, just in time to attend a private meeting of international ufologists hosted by Sandra Wright. The star was Professor Sun Shi Li from Beijing, one of the presidents of CURO. It was an excellent opportunity for me to catch up with Chinese ufology from a direct source. Fortunately, Shi Li speaks fluent Spanish, having served as a Chinese diplomat in Mexico City. 

Shi Li became interested in UFOs when he translated the book Priests or Astronauts?, a thorough examination of the Paleocontact hypothesis by the late Spanish writer Andreas Faber-Kaiser. 

"It's a valuable book because it gathers the most essential ideas of over 300 books by ufologists, " said Shi Li. "It was very useful for me and, after translating it, I received an invitation from the Beijing Astronomical Association to give a talk on UFOs. At the time [1980] few people knew about [UFOs in China] and around 100 people came to hear my speech, which had a great impact." 

Cha Leping and other students from the University of Wuhan were then in the process of forming CURO. "Cha Leping invited me first [to act as a] general advisor and then in 1986 he asked me to become president of CURO," said Shi Li. "I still am but now only regarding foreign activities." In time, CURO grew to 4,000 active members and a total affiliated membership of 40,000, making it the world's largest UFO organization. 


Flying Train 

Shi Li related some UFO cases from 1994 and 1995 which have never been published in the West. The most dramatic occurred at 3:30 a.m. on November 30, 1994, at a tree farm in southern China. Guards described "two spotlights in the air, a very brilliant ball of light changing colors from yellow to green and red, which passed above very noisily like a locomotive." This "flying train" cut trees one to two yards above the ground in a swath three kilometers long and 150 to 300 yards wide. 

I asked whether it could have been a freak storm or typhoon, but Shi Li said this hypothesis had been discounted by both the government authorities and CURO in their investigations. The damage, he explained, had been selective. While the trees were cut inside the swath, telephone and telecommunications lines were not cut. 

"A worker was even thrown into the air several meters away, but he was not hurt," said Shi Li. "There were no casualties with people or animals, but the force of the phenomenon was very strong. Nearby there is a train wagon factory and the roof of some of the wagons was thrown away; some wagons were even moved dozens of meters and steel pillars were cut. The guard at the factory saw something very noisy passing [through the air] like a train with lights." 

When a similar case hit another tree farm in Guizhou a few weeks later, provincial authorities were alarmed. "This event had a very large impact on a national level," said Shi Li, but "they [the government] didn't reach a final conclusion, they say it's pending, that it seems to be unexplained." As for CURO, many investigators and scientists were sent to Guizhou and "all of us Chinese uflogists reached the conclusion that it was an extraterrestrial spacecraft, a UFO. When it half-landed, it attempted to land but hit all the trees and cut them." 

Shi Li explained another incident in the same province on February 9, 1995, involving a Chinese airliner: "On the radar screen they detected an oval object, which later changed to a round shape, about two miles from a commercial airliner. The pilot didn't see a thing, but the control tower told him a UFO was flying parallel to them. At that moment, the anti-collision automatic system on the Boeing 737 turned on and the Control Tower gave instructions to the plane to climb over the cloud layer to avoid a collision." 

When I asked Shi Li if China was registering abduction cases, he said CURO lacked financial resources to conduct quick onsite investigations. 


Hit by a Beam 

One case that did come to Shi Li's attention was that of Mong Zhao Guo, a peasant abducted near the city of Harbin in northeast China in June 1994. 

Zhao Guo worked on a tree farm near Harbin. He and two other peasants saw a strange object on Mount Phoenix and decided to investigate. As they climbed the mountain they saw it was a strange, round white object with a tail like a scorpion. Then, continued Shi Li, "he couldn't get closer because it was emitting a very strong noise that produced unbearable pain. So they changed direction to approach the object again but with no success... On the following day he guided a group of co-workers to the site and, when he was about one kilometer away, he looked with binoculars and saw next to the device an extraterrestrial with a raised arm emitting a beam which burned his forehead; I have here a photo showing it. Then he fainted, falling to the ground." 

The story becomes even more strange: When Zhao Guo was taken by train to the hospital, he claimed that he saw a scary-looking female alien that nobody else in the train could see. He even claimed to have sexual intercourse with her, which CURO investigators have a hard time believing. That same night, Zhao Guo took a photo outside his house and an unexplained white bar appeared in one corner when the film was developed. 

Shi Li gave me a 40-page report on the case, which was published in Chinese in CURO's journal, Exploration of Mysteries from the Cosmos and the Earth. 

Finally, Zhao Guo was invited to talk during an International Space Research Congress held in Beijing in October 1996. The president of China made the opening speech, and officials from the Chinese space program, NASA, the UN Outer Space Committee, and the European Space Agency were present. The congress devoted many sessions to aeronautics and space exploration, including one on the Search for Extraterrestrial Intelligence (SETI). 

Shi Li said that that Zhao Guo's presence at the conference was not an endorsement of his views. On the contrary, he was grilled with questions and the scientists were skeptical. Yet the fact he was invited to speak is incredible. Having attended space symposia sponsored by NASA and other groups in the United States, I couldn't imagine an abductee addressing such a meeting. American SETI scientists like Dr. Frank Drake and the late Carl Sagan were adamantly opposed to UFOs, but apparently space researchers are more open-minded in China. http://www.ufoevidence.org/documents/doc1152.htm
