UNCLE TOM'S CABIN 
DE LA CABAÑA DE TIO TOM
As retold from the novel by Harriet Beecher Stowe.

A Kentucky farmer named Arthur Shelby owes a lot of money.  Although sad, he and his wife must sell their slaves.  One slave is a Christian named Uncle Tom who has a wife, Chloe, and several children.  The other is Harry the young son of the maid Eliza whose husband George lives on a neighboring plantation.  A man named Haley buys Tom and Harry.  However Eliza runs away to save her son Harry.  She knows her husband George has also already run away.   Uncle Tom is put on a boat to Louisiana.  On the boat he meets a sweet five-year old white girl named Eva St. Clare.  She falls into the river and Tom saves her life.   In gratitude Eva’s father buys Tom and takes him to their home in New Orleans.  

Un granjero de Kentucky nombrado Arturo Shelby debe mucho dinero. Aunque es triste, el y su esposa tienen que vender a sus esclavos.  Un esclavo se llama Tio Tom, un cristiano que tiene una esposa, Chloe, y varios ninos.  El otro es Harry el hijo joven de la criada Eliza de quien el esposo George vive en una plantacion vecina.  Un hombre nombrado Haley compra Tom y Harry.  Sin embargo Eliza se fugan para ahorrar a su hijo Harry.   Sabe que su esposo George ya se ha fugado tambien.   El Tio Tom esta puesto en un barco para Luisiana.  En el barco encuentra una nina dulce blanca de cinco anos nombrada Eva St. Clare.   Ella cae en el rio y Tom ahorra su vida.  En gratitud el padre compra Tom y lo lleva a su hogar en New Orleans.
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Meanwhile Haley sends a slave hunter named Tom Loker and his men to capture the boy Harry and his mother Eliza.  The mother and son cross the half frozen Ohio River then try to get to Canada where her husband George Harris is.   Instead they meet George in a settlement of Quakers.  Tom Loker and a group men locate them but her husband George has pistols, shoots Loker and the other men flee.    Eliza and George have the Quakers to save the life of Tom Loker, and in gratitutde he tells the Quakers how they can help the slaves escape to Canada, which they do successfully.

Mientras tanto Haley envia un cazador de esclavos nombrado Tom Loker y sus hombres para capturar al nino Harry y su madre Eliza.  La madre y el nino cruzan el Rio Ohio que esta medio congelado entonces tratan de continuar al Canada donde esta su esposo George Harris.  En lugar de eso encuentran a George en un establecimiento de los cauqueros.  Tom Loker y un grupo de hombres los localizan pero su esposo George tiene pistolas, dispara Loker, y los otros hombres huyen.  Eliza y George animan a los cuaqueros a salvar la vida de Tom Loker, y en gratitutd el dice a los cuaqueros como pueden ayudar a los esclavos a escapar al Canada, lo cual hacen con exito.
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In New Orleans, Uncle Tom and little Eva share their love for the Bible and Christ.   Mr. St. Clare and his cousin Ophelia discuss slavery.   She says that although she is a Christian and against slavery, she has a low opinion of black people.  Mr. St. Clare is not a Christian but he is not prejudiced.  However he believes slavery cannot be stopped and so he accepts it.  As a joke St. Clare buys an extremely mischevious slave girl named Topsy.  He asks Ophelia to train Topsy who however continues to be very mischevious. 

En New Orleans, Tio Tom y pequena Eva intercambian su amor para la Biblia y el Cristo.  Sr. St. Clare y su primo Ophelia discuten la esclavitud.  Ella dice que aunque ella es una cristiana y contra la esclavitud, tiene una opinion baja de la gente negra.  Sr. St. Clare no es un cristiano pero no tiene el perjuicio.  Sin embargo cree que la esclavitud no puede ser terminada y por lo tanto la acepta.  Como una broma St. Clare compra una esclava nina extremadamente atraviesa nombrada Topsy.   Pide que Ophelia entrenaria a Topsy quien sin embargo continua a ser  muy atraviesa.

The little daughter of Uncle Tom’s master, that is Eva St. Clare, grows more and more sick.  She tells others a vision she had of heaven and then she dies.   This causes Opehlia to say she will show more kindness to her slaves, and even Topsy says she will become a better person.  St. Clare says he will free Uncle Tom, but when he tries to prevent a fight, he is accidentally  wounded.  He says he accepts Christ then dies.   His wife then sells Tom to Simon Legree, the cruel owner of a plantation who was originally from the North.  

La pequena hija del amo de Tio Tom, es decir Eva St. Clare, llega a ser mas y mas enferma.  Ella dice a otra gente una vision que habia tenido del cielo luego muere.  Esto ocasione Opehlia a decir que ella va a mostrar mas amabilidad hacia sus esclavos, y aun Topsy dice que se hara una persona mejor.    St. Clare dice que el liberara a Tio Tom, pero cuando trata de prevenir una lucha, es herido accidentalmente.   Dice que acepta Cristo luego muere.  Su esposa luego vende Tom a Simon Legree, el dueno cruel de una plantacion que fue originalmente del Norte.

Simon Legree asks Tom if he is a Christian.  When Tom says “Yes,” Legree responds, "I'm your church now!  You understand, -- you've got to be as I say."   Legree orders Tom to whip another slave.  Tom refuses, so Legree beats him.   Although Legree is cruel and oppresses him, Tom continues to read the Bible, preach and inspire the other severely mistreated slaves on the plantation.    One night Cassy tells Tom, whom she calls “Father Tom” that Legree is sleeping after drinking too much brandy, and she asks Tom to kill him with an ax.  Tom refuses.  His body is in chains, but his mind is spiritually free.   

Simon Legree pregunta a Tom si es un cristiano.   Cuando Tom dice "sí," Legree responde, "ahora soy tu iglesia!   Tu entiendes, -- tienes que ser como digo." Legree manda Tom a dar golpes a otro esclavo.  Tom lo rechaza asi que Legree lo pega a el.   Aunque Legree es cruel y lo oprime, Tom continua a leer la Biblia, predicar e inspirar a los otros esclavos qienes son severamente maltratados en la plantacion. Una noche Cassy dice a Tom quien ella llama "Padre Tom" que Legree esta durmiendo despues de beber demasiado de brandy (conac), y ella pide que Tom lo mata con una hacha.  Tom rechaza de hacerlo.  Su cuerpo esta en cadenas, pero su mente es libre espiritualmente.

Tom tells Cassy that he thinks she should peacefully escape although he himself must stay.  She and a slave woman named Emmeline hide in an upstairs room of Legree’s huge mansion.   People including Legree think it is haunted and never go there.  Legree orders Tom to tell what he knows or he will die but Tom calmly refuses.   Legree tells his black overseers Sambo and Quimbo to beat Tom to death.   Dying, Tom forgives the men.  Amazed, they also want to become Christians.  

Tom dice a Cassy que piensa que ella debe escaparse tranquilamente aunque el si mismo debe quedarse.  Ella y una esclava nombrada Emmeline se ocultan en un cuarto de arriba en la mansion enorme de Legree.   La gente incluyendo Legree piensa que esta frecuentado por una fantasma y nunca va por alla.  Legree manda Tom a decir lo que sabe o morira pero Tom lo rechaza con calma.  Legree dice a sus capataces negros Sambo y Quimbo a golpear a Tom hasta que muere.   Muriendo, Tom perdona a los hombres. Sorprendidos, tambien quisieren hacerse cristianos.

Mr. Shelby’s son George Shelby comes with money to buy Tom’s freedom.  However he can only watch while Tom dies in a shed.  Legree sneers when Shelby threatens to have him arrested for murder.  He says courts in the South never convict people for killing a slave.  George Shelby punches Legree in the face then has Tom buried.  Kneeling on Tom’s grave he says "Witness, eternal God!... Oh, witness, that, from this hour, I will do what one man can to drive out this curse of slavery from my land!"

El hijo de Senor Shelby, George Shelby, viene con dinero para comprar la libertad de Tom.  Sin embargo solamente puede ver mientras que Tom muere en un cobertizo.  Legree dice con desprecio cuando Shelby lo amenaza que va a detenerlo para el asesinato.  Dice que un esclavo los tribunales en el Sur no condenaran a personas para el asesinato de un esclavo.   George Shelby pega a George Shelby en la cara y luego arregla que Tom esta enterrado.  Arrodillandose en el sepulcro de Tom dice "Mire, Dios Eterno!... Oh, mire que de esta hora hare lo que un hombre puede para expulsar esta maldicion de la esclavitud de mi tierra!"

Cassy and Emmeline escape to Canada.  There they reunite with a daughter of Cassy’s who was sold in past, namely George Harris’ wife Eliza.  The family move to France and later to Liberia, a nation in western Africa for former slaves.   Meanwhile in Kentucky George Shelby frees all his slaves in memory of what Uncle Tom did.  He tells them, “Think of your freedom, every time you see UNCLE TOM'S CABIN; and let it be a memorial to put you all in mind to follow in his steps, and be honest and faithful and Christian as he was."

Cassy y Emmeline escapan al Canada.   Alli se juntan con una hija de Cassy que fue vendida en el pasado, a saber la esposa de George Harris, Eliza.    La familia muda a Francia y mas adelante a Liberia, una nacion en Africa del oeste para los esclavos anteriores.  Mientras tanto en Kentucky George Shelby libera a todos sus esclavos en memoria de lo que Tío Tom hizo.  El les dice "Piensan de su libertad cada vez que ven la CABAÑA de TIO TOM; y dejala ser un monumento para ponerles en la mente de seguir en sus pasos, y sean honestos y fieles y cristianos como el fue."

Harriet Beecher Stowe wrote this story in 1852.    During the Civil War, British officials  considered supporting the Confederacy or South.  However they gave up the idea after she wrote letters reminding them that they had said they were against slavery.   In September 1862 U.S. President Abraham Lincoln wrote a proclamation suggesting he would end slavery.  She met Lincoln on December 2, 1862 and he said "So you're the little woman who wrote the book that started this great war!"  She  encouraged him to issue a more clear proclamation to end slavery and on January 1, 1863 he did.   Although it is illegal, experts say possibly 4 to 27 million people are still slaves in various parts of the earth.  http://www.freetheslaves.net/ http://www.iabolish.com/
Harriet Beecher Stowe escribio esta historia en 1852.  Durante la Guerra Civil, los funcionarios britanicos consideron el apoya a la Confederacia o la Sur.  Sin embargo dejaron la idea despues de que ella escribio cartas que los recordaron de que habian dichos que estuvieron contra la esclavitud.  En septiembre de 1862 el Presidente Abrahan Lincoln escribio una proclamacion sugiriendo que terminaria la esclavitud.  Ella se reunio con Lincoln el 2 de diciembre de 1862 y el le dijo "es la pequena mujer que escribio el libro que comenzo esta gran guerra!"  Ella le animo a el a publicar una proclamacion mas clara para terminar la esclavitud y el primero de 1863 el lo hizo.  Aunque es ilegal, los expertos dicen que tal vez de 4 a 27 millones de personas todavia son esclavos en varias partes del mundo.
